Requirements: The Dance Academy at WISC requires a commitment of 9 months.  

You will receive dance instruction by qualified, professional dance teachers.  The 
curriculum is progressive in nature and will culminate with a performance in December & a 
formal recital in June.   
You are required to purchase a costume for each child & for each genre for the 
Spring Recital.  COSTUME FEE IS $60 PER COSTUME.  Payment will be taken in 
January 2019. 

Payment Schedule: Payments will be deducted on the first (1st) of the month, 

September-May, and will continue for only the length of the session.   

Types of Payment: Credit Card or Debit Card (Visa or MC Only) 

Please note: Dancers wishing to take personal time off when regular 

training is scheduled will not have their tuition pro-rated or waived. We 

take Spring Break off and the week of Christmas off. 

Medical Issues: In the event of an injury, extended illness or other special medical 

circumstances lasting more than a month in length, a dancer may request in writing to 
WISC Gymnastics and Dance Director to waive fees for lost time.  A medical note must 
accompany the request from a physician indicating the nature of the injury and the 
expected time of recovery.

WISC Dance Academy’s dress code is based on the standards for Dance training.  Proper attire is 

required.  This practice helps students focus on their work in class, gives the class a uniform 

appearance and prepares them for future performances.  Placement and line are important aspects 

of dance.  Our dress code allows the teacher to observe and correct the posture and alignment of 

the student.  Parents and students are responsible for following the WISC dress code.  Final 

placement will be confirmed after the second week of classes, at which time the proper leotards 

can be purchased and the dress code will be enforced. 

THERE IS NO DRESS CODE REQUIREMENT (ONLY SHOES)FOR ñPREò CLASSES 

Pre Dance 3-5yrs. (Ballet & Tap) 
Dancers will explore basic dance terminologies and learn ballet feet positions 1-3. Dancers will use 
games to work on dance motor skills such as leaping, kicking, skipping, gliding, balancing, and much 
more. Dancers will learn basic tap terminologies as well as rhythmic tap recognition. 
 
What to wear: Favorite dance leotard and tights (any color), pink ballet slippers and black tap shoes. 
 

Beginner/Level 1 Ballet/Tap 5-7yrs. 
Dancers will learn basic ballet and tap terminologies. Dancers will learn feet positions 1-5 as well as 
dance technique that utilizes dance motor skills such as skipping, kicking, gliding, jumping and much 
more. 
 
What to wear: Pink leotard, pink tights, pink ballet slippers and black tap shoes. 
 

Ballet/Tap II 7+ (Instructor permission/at least 2 years experience) 
Dancers will receive more advanced instruction on ballet and tap terminologies. Dancers will utilize 
the ballet barre to work on proper ballet positions, correct alignment, and work on turn outs. Dancers 
will explore more advance tap patterns and rhythms and using them in combinations 
 
What to wear: Black leotard, pink tights, pink slippers, and black tap shoes. 
 

Jazz I/II 
Dancers will explore jazz fundamentals such as stylized walks across the floor, glides, leaps, kicks, 
and more. Ballet is an important aspect of Jazz so it is STRONGLY RECOMMENDED that dancers 
enroll in a ballet class along with their jazz class. Various jazz styles may include Broadway as well 
as basic Hip Hop. 
 
What to wear: Black leotard, nude or black tights (black capris or close fitting black shorts), black or 
tan jazz shoes (your child's teacher will let you know which color she requires for the recital). 
 

Musical Theatre 
Dancers will focus on developing their acting/singing/movement skills as it relates to showmanship 
and stage presence. 
 
What to wear: Red leotard or close fitting t-shirt, black tights, leggings, or close fitting shorts, black 
jazz shoes. 
 
 

Class Descriptions & Dress Code 



 
 

Hip Hop 
Dancers will experience this high energy class which teaches rhythm, coordination, and balance 
through age-appropriate movements set to fun upbeat music. 
What to wear: 
Blue t-shirt/WISC Dance Academy t-shirt, black close fitting jazz pants or leggings, and black dance 
sneakers. 
 

Lyrical/Contemporary/Ballet 
Dancers will explore all 3 styles of dance in order to develop strength, flexibility, and versatility to focus 
on artistic expression in choreography and performance. 
 
What to wear: 
Black leotard, convertible tan or pink tights, pink split sole ballet slippers, skin colored foot undies. 
 

Acrobatic Dance 
Dancers will explore acrobatics and flexibility within dance movements. 
 
What to wear: Black leotard and black capris or shorts. 
 

BOYS:  
For Ballet/Tap/Jazz: White t-shirt, black leggings or close fitting shorts,  

             black ballet shoes, black tap shoes, black jazz shoes. 
 
             For Hip Hop: Blue WISC Dance Academy t-shirt or plain blue t-shirt, black  
             athletic pants, all black sneakers or jazz shoes.  
 

Homeschool Ballet/Lyrical/Contemporary  
Dancers will explore all 3 styles of dance in order to develop strength, flexibility, and versatility to focus 
on artistic expression in choreography and performance. 
 
What to wear: 
Girls: Black leotard, convertible pink tights, skirt and black shorts allowed, split sole canvas ballet 
shoes and foot undeez. 
Boys: Black dance pants, black tight-fitting shirt, black ballet shoes. 
 

Homeschool Tap/Jazz 
Dancers will learn dance technique that utilizes dance motor skills such as skipping, kicking, gliding, 
jumping and much more.  Dancers will explore jazz fundamentals such as stylized walks across the 
floor, glides, leaps, kicks, and more. Various jazz styles may include Broadway as well as basic Hip 
Hop. 
 
What to wear: 
Black leotard, convertible pink or tan tights, black dance shorts or capris, black tap shoes and tan jazz 
shoes. 
Boys: Black dance pants, blue WISC Dance Academy Shirt, black tap shoes, tan jazz shoes.
